3. Sending for her, even though he knew she

was married (11:3-4)

4. Committing Adultery (11:4-5)

5. Attempting to cover up pregnancy (11:5-13)

6. Having Uriah killed (11:14-17)

led to murder. Each step took David
further from God’'s will.
