CAUSE & EFFECT
THE DISTRACTION OF WORRY

-Worry consumes mental energy that could be
devoted to spiritual matters.

-Worry generates doubt about God’'s provision
and goodness.

-Worry causes us to do things within our own
strength and understanding.



CAUSE & EFFECT
THE DISTRACTION OF WORRY

-Worry creates emotional distance from God's
presence.



CAUSE & EFFECT
THE DISTRACTION OF WORRY

RESULT:
-A Fruitless Life
-Not a dead one, but an unproductive one
-The plant continues living but never
produces the fruit it was designed to bear.
