Dan emphasized how we have limited time here on earth, and to
utilize it wisely, especially to outsiders. How does this pertain to
you?

. We were encouraged to, “be the means by which you offer yourself
to God and to reach the world for Jesus Christ” in our “prayers,
lifestyle, and speech.” What action steps can you take to do this in
the coming week?
