PSALM cohorts meet for four terms over two years. Each term begins with an
overnight retreat at Seabeck Conference Center in Seabeck, WA. We worship
together, share meals and hear from presenters on a variety of subjects. Students
receive their books and syllabus for the upcoming term. Retreats take place the
first Friday/Saturday in October and March. The fee for each term is $400, which
covers the cost of retreats, books and presenters. Generous donors have made it
possible to offer scholarships for PSALM, so fees ought not be a barrier for
anyone.
