“Created on Purpose, for Purpose”

1. PURPOSE PRECEDES PERFORMANCE

You were purposefully designed before you ever did anything.

Culture asks, “What do you do?”
God asks, “Who did | create you to be?”

Your value isn’t tied to productivity but divine intention.
Truth: You don’t work for purpose —you work from purpose.

John 12:27-28 (NKJV): 27 “Now My soul is troubled, and what shall | say?
‘Father, save Me from this hour’? But for this purpose | came to this
hour. 28 Father, glorify Your name.”

Ephesians 2:10 (NKJV) :70 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus
for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.

2. PURPOSE IS FOUND IN PROXIMITY

Clarity doesn’t come from hustle; it comes from closeness.

Many ask, “What is my purpose?” while staying distant from God.
The closer you walk with Him, the clearer your calling becomes.
Truth: Purpose flows from relationship, not striving.

John 5:19 (NKJV): 79 Then Jesus answered and said to them, “Most assuredly, |
say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do;
for whatever He does, the Son also does in like manner.

3. PURPOSE THRIVES IN SURRENDER

God reveals purpose to yielded hearts.

An eternal yes means trusting God’s plan even when it disrupts our preference.
Obedience often looks like stepping forward before you see the full picture.
Truth: God doesn’t reveal the whole map—He reveals the next step.

Ecclesiastes 9:10 (NIV): 70 Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with all your
might...
