The First Lesson 
 

A reading from the Second Book of Samuel.  
 

After the death of Saul, when David had returned from defeating the Amalekites, David 
remained two days in Ziklag. 
 

David intoned this lamentation over Saul and his son Jonathan. (He ordered that The Song 
of the Bow be taught to the people of Judah; it is written in the Book of Jashar.) He 
said: Your glory, O Israel, lies slain upon your high places! How the mighty have fallen! Tell 
it not in Gath, proclaim it not in the streets of Ashkelon; or the daughters of the Philistines 
will rejoice, the daughters of the uncircumcised will exult. You mountains of Gilboa, let 
there be no dew or rain upon you, nor bounteous fields! For there the shield of the mighty 
was defiled, the shield of Saul, anointed with oil no more. From the blood of the slain, from 
the fat of the mighty, the bow of Jonathan did not turn back, nor the sword of Saul return 
empty. Saul and Jonathan, beloved and lovely! In life and in death they were not divided; 
they were swifter than eagles, they were stronger than lions. O daughters of Israel, weep over 
Saul, who clothed you with crimson, in luxury, who put ornaments of gold on your 
apparel. How the mighty have fallen in the midst of the battle! Jonathan lies slain upon your 
high places. I am distressed for you, my brother Jonathan; greatly beloved were you to me; 
your love to me was wonderful, passing the love of women. How the mighty have fallen, and 
the weapons of war perished!

The Second Lesson 
 

A reading from the Second Letter of Paul to the Corinthians.  
 

As you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in utmost eagerness, and in 
our love for you—so we want you to excel also in this generous undertaking. I do not say 
this as a command, but I am testing the genuineness of your love against the earnestness of 
others. For you know the generous act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet 
for your sakes he became poor, so that by his poverty you might become rich. And in this 
matter I am giving my advice: it is appropriate for you who began last year not only to do 
something but even to desire to do something—now finish doing it, so that your eagerness 
may be matched by completing it according to your means. For if the eagerness is there, the 
gift is acceptable according to what one has—not according to what one does not have. I do 
not mean that there should be relief for others and pressure on you, but it is a question of a 
fair balance between your present abundance and their need, so that their abundance may be 
for your need, in order that there may be a fair balance. As it is written, “The one who had 
much did not have too much, and the one who had little did not have too little.”

The Gospel 
 

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark.  
Glory be to thee, O Lord. 
 

When Jesus had crossed again in the boat to the other side, a great crowd gathered around 
him; and he was by the sea. Then one of the leaders of the synagogue named Jairus came 
and, when he saw him, fell at his feet and begged him repeatedly, “My little daughter is at the 
point of death. Come and lay your hands on her, so that she may be made well, and live.” So 
he went with him. 
 

And a large crowd followed him and pressed in on him. Now there was a woman who had 
been suffering from hemorrhages for twelve years. She had endured much under many 
physicians, and had spent all that she had; and she was no better, but rather grew worse. She 
had heard about Jesus, and came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, for she 
said, “If I but touch his clothes, I will be made well.” Immediately her hemorrhage stopped; 
and she felt in her body that she was healed of her disease. Immediately aware that power 
had gone forth from him, Jesus turned about in the crowd and said, “Who touched my 
clothes?” And his disciples said to him, “You see the crowd pressing in on you; how can you 
say, ‘Who touched me?’” He looked all around to see who had done it. But the woman, 
knowing what had happened to her, came in fear and trembling, fell down before him, and 
told him the whole truth. He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in 
peace, and be healed of your disease.” 
 

While he was still speaking, some people came from the leader’s house to say, “Your 
daughter is dead. Why trouble the teacher any further?” But overhearing what they said, 
Jesus said to the leader of the synagogue, “Do not fear, only believe.” He allowed no one to 
follow him except Peter, James, and John, the brother of James. When they came to the 
house of the leader of the synagogue, he saw a commotion, people weeping and wailing 
loudly. When he had entered, he said to them, “Why do you make a commotion and weep? 
The child is not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him. Then he put them all outside, 
and took the child’s father and mother and those who were with him, and went in where the 
child was. He took her by the hand and said to her, “Talitha cum,” which means, “Little girl, 
get up!” And immediately the girl got up and began to walk about (she was twelve years of 
age). At this they were overcome with amazement. He strictly ordered them that no one 
should know this, and told them to give her something to eat.

The Lord be with you.

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, 
give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God. 
 

Here a Proper Preface is sung or said. 
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Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and 
magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying, 
 

Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts: 
Heaven and earth are full of thy glory. 
Glory be to thee, O Lord Most High. 
Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
 

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, 
didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; 
who made there, by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in 
his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and 
sacrifice, until his coming again. 
 

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks, he 
brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for 
you. Do this in remembrance of me.” Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he 
had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the 
New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as 
oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.” 
 

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved 
Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy 
divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy 
Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious 
death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty 
thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. 
 

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty 
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and 
creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus 
Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his 
most blessed Body and Blood. 
 

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise 
and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy 
Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain 
remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. 
 

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a 
reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all 
others who shall be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most 
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly 
benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. 
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And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, 
yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, 
but pardoning our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord; 
 

By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be unto thee, 
O Father Almighty, world without end. AMEN. 
 
And now, as our Savior Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say, 
 

Our Father, who art in heaven, 
    hallowed be thy Name, 
    thy kingdom come, 
    thy will be done, 
        on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread. 
And forgive us our trespasses, 
    as we forgive those who trespass against us. 
And lead us not into temptation, 
    but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, 
    for ever and ever. Amen.

Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy 
dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in him, 
and he in us. Amen.
