No Longer Slaves

CALL TO WORSHIP | Exodus 3:7-12 (ESV)
We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

Then the LORD said, “I have surely seen the affliction of my people who are in Egypt and have heard their cry because of
their taskmasters. | know their sufferings, and | have come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians and to
bring them up out of that land to a good and broad land, a land flowing with milk and honey, to the place of the
Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites. And now, behold, the cry of the
people of Israel has come to me, and | have also seen the oppression with which the Egyptians oppress them. Come, | will
send you to Pharaoh that you may bring my people, the children of Israel, out of Egypt.” But Moses said to God, “Who am
| that | should go to Pharaoh and bring the children of Israel out of Egypt?” He said, “But | will be with you, and this shall
be the sign for you, that | have sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall serve God on this
mountain.”

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | Galatians 4:3-7 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

In the same way we also, when we were children, were enslaved to the elementary principles of the world. But when the
fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, to redeem those who were under
the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons. And because you are sons, God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our
hearts, crying, “Abba! Father!” So you are no longer a slave, but a son, and if a son, then an heir through God.

We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace for us in Jesus by giving generously to the work of His church and
the kingdom of God.

Proclamation of God’s Word
Text: John 8:31-38 (ESV)

Title: The Only Freedom, Indeed!
Teacher: Bud Daniel

31 So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed him, “If you abide in my word, you are truly my
disciples, 32 and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” 33 They answered him,
“We are offspring of Abraham and have never been enslaved to anyone. How is it that you say, ‘You
will become free’?” 34 Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, everyone who practices sin is
a slave to sin. 35 The slave does not remain in the house forever; the son remains forever. 36 So if the
Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. 37 | know that you are offspring of Abraham; yet you seek
to kill me because my word finds no place in you. 38 | speak of what | have seen with my Father, and
you do what you have heard from your father.”

Give thanks to Jesus that He is our only rescue, and that His proclamation over us as “Free
indeed” is complete.

Pray for someone that you know whose life seems to be so much intact, that they don’t feel
their desperate need for a Savior. Pray that Holy Spirit would convict their hearts of their evil,
allowing them to run to the breaker of chains.

Ask the Spirit to bear in you His fruit of freedom and joy. Pray that His work to bring us out of
captivity would be so prevalent in our being that we would live loving God and loving our
neighbor.
