CONFESSION	OF	FAITH

As	an	expression	of	our	faith	in	Jesus	Christ	in	solidarity	with	his	people,	we	declare	the	substance	of	what	we	believe.


The	Apostles’	Creed:	I	believe	in	God	the	Father	Almighty,	Maker	of	heaven	and	earth.	I	believe	in	Jesus	Christ,	His	
only	Son,	our	Lord,	who	was	conceived	by	the	Holy	Spirit,	and	born	of	the	virgin	Mary.	He	suffered	under	Pontius	
Pilate,	was	crucified,	dead,	and	buried;	He	descended	into	hell.	The	third	day	He	rose	again	from	the	dead.	He	
ascended	into	heaven	and	is	seated	at	the	right	hand	of	God	the	Father	Almighty.	From	there	He	will	come	to	
judge	the	living	and	the	dead.	I	believe	in	the	Holy	Spirit,	the	holy	catholic	church,	the	communion	of	saints,	the	
forgiveness	of	sins,	the	resurrection	of	the	body,	and	the	life	everlasting.	Amen.


SACRAMENT	OF	THE	LORD’S	SUPPER

The	ritual	meal	of	Communion	is	a	sign	and	seal	of	the	grace	we	have	in	Jesus.	That	is,	it	symbolizes	the	work	Christ	did	for	
our	 salvation	 (sign)	 and	 communicates	 the	 grace	 and	mercy	 we	 have	 been	 given	 (seal)	 as	 a	 result	 of	 His	 death	 and	
resurrection.

Thank	 Him	 for	 His	
steadfast	love	and	the	work	of	His	hands	to	do	everything	necessary	to	cleanse	all	our	sins	and	
take	us	into	His	family.


4. Who	do	 you	 know	 that	 has	 helped	 form	our	 church	over	 its	 25-year	 history	 so	 far?	 Pray	 for	
them,	asking	the	Lord	to	help	them	to	continue	to	grow	in	the	Gospel	and	to	share	that	 love	
even	more.


5. Ask	the	Holy	Spirit	to	bear	in	you	His	fruit	of	love	and	joy.	Pray	for	a	grateful	disposition,	and	for	
the	Spirit’s	work	to	help	you	see	the	myriad	reasons	you	have	to	live	with	a	thankful	spirit.
