CALL TO WORSHIP | 2 Corinthians 8:9, 9:8-9, 11 (ESV)

We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

You know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor, so that you
by his poverty might become rich. ... And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that having all sufficiency
in all things at all times, you may abound in every good work.

You will be enriched in every way to be generous in every
way, which through us will produce thanksgiving to God.

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | Ephesians 1:3-7 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in
the heavenly places, even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and
blameless before him. In love he predestined us for adoption to himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to
the purpose of his will, to the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed us in the Beloved. In him we
have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the riches of his grace.

Thank Him for
humbling Himself under our guilt and shame, to redeem us from the curse of God’s Law that we
could be blessed in Him.

Who do you know that is seeking to flourish but in all the wrong ways, apart from Jesus? Pray for
them, asking the Lord to open their eyes to their folly, and to persuade them of His goodness and
grace.

Ask the Holy Spirit to bear in you His fruit of love, joy and goodness. Pray for the Spirit’s help in
trusting that in Christ Jesus, He is working all things together for our good, even our hardships and
failures.
