SONG OF GATHERING & PREPARATION
The people of God always sang as they ascended the hill in Jerusalem up to the temple to worship (see Psalms 120-134).
We, as well, prepare our hearts, minds, and bodies for worship by singing about the God we serve.

How Great Is Your Love

CALL TO WORSHIP | 1 Corinthians 1:26-31 (ESV)
We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise according to worldly standards, not many were powerful,
not many were of noble birth. But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in
the world to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world, even things that are not, to bring to
nothing things that are, so that no human being might boast in the presence of God. And because of him you are in Christ
Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, righteousness and sanctification and redemption, so that, as it is written, “Let
the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | 2 Corinthians 8:9 & 9:6-8, 11 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor, so that you by
his poverty might become rich. ... The point is this: whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows
bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each one must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under
compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that having all sufficiency
in all things at all times, you may abound in every good work. ... You will be enriched in every way to be generous in every
way, which through us will produce thanksgiving to God.

WORSHIP THROUGH GIVING
We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace for us in Jesus by giving generously to the work of His church and
the kingdom of God.

The Apostles’ Creed: | believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. | believe in Jesus Christ, His
only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, and born of the virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius
Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; He descended into hell. The third day He rose again from the dead. He
ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of God the Father Almighty. From there He will come to
judge the living and the dead. | believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic church, the communion of saints, the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

SACRAMENT OF THE LORD’S SUPPER

SCRIPTURE PASSAGE & SERMON OUTLINE

Proclamation of God’s Word

Text: James 1:26-2:13 (ESV)

Title: Faithful Character In Crisis: True Religion
Teacher: Tim Rice

1:26 If anyone thinks he is religious and does not bridle his tongue but deceives his heart, this person’s
religion is worthless. 27 Religion that is pure and undefiled before God the Father is this: to visit orphans
and widows in their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world. ... 21 My brothers, show no
partiality as you hold the faith in our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory. 2 For if a man wearing a gold ring
and fine clothing comes into your assembly, and a poor man in shabby clothing also comes in, 3and if you
pay attention to the one who wears the fine clothing and say, “You sit here in a good place,” while you
say to the poor man, “You stand over there,” or, “Sit down at my feet,” 4 have you not then made
distinctions among yourselves and become judges with evil thoughts? 5 Listen, my beloved brothers, has
not God chosen those who are poor in the world to be rich in faith and heirs of the kingdom, which he
has promised to those who love him? ¢ But you have dishonored the poor man. Are not the rich the ones
who oppress you, and the ones who drag you into court? 7 Are they not the ones who blaspheme the
honorable name by which you were called? & If you really fulfill the royal law according to the Scripture,
“You shall love your neighbor as yourself” you are doing well. ° But if you show partiality, you are
committing sin and are convicted by the law as transgressors. 10 For whoever keeps the whole law but
fails in one point has become guilty of all of it. 11 For he who said, “Do not commit adultery,” also said,
“Do not murder.” If you do not commit adultery but do murder, you have become a transgressor of the
law. 12 So speak and so act as those who are to be judged under the law of liberty. 13 For judgment is
without mercy to one who has shown no mercy. Mercy triumphs over judgment.

COUNTER-CULTURE TRANSFORMATION
So how can we live with integrity, conveying what we’ve been given?

YOU CAN PRAY WITH US ...

1.

Worship the LORD for His loving kindness and mercy. Praise Him, Father, Son and Holy Spirit that He
is purely good and that His call for us to live with integrity is good for us as well as our neighbors.
How have you lived self-interested in your relationships, seeking your own advantage more than
you’ve sought the well-being of others? Confess your selfish, loveless ways to Jesus, asking Him to
forgive you and change you truly.

Give thanks to Jesus for His mercy to absorb all of your failures and be dragged into court to face
your charges. Thank Him that rather than discarding us as worthless, that He loves us and places His
worth upon us!

Who do you know that is manipulative or utilitarian in how they treat people? Pray for them, asking
the Lord to have mercy on them and open their eyes to how HE loves even them in their failures and
sin.

Ask the Holy Spirit to bear in you His gracious character. Pray that He would help you to a) know His
mercy to you in your sin, and b) trust Jesus’ enriching power so that you would be different from this
world.
