CALL	TO	WORSHIP	|	Psalm	103:8-14	(ESV)

We	read	God’s	Word,	the	Bible,	together.	It	reveals	to	us	who	God	is	and	what	He	expects	of	us.

	 


The	LORD	is	merciful	and	gracious,	slow	to	anger	and	abounding	in	steadfast	love.	He	will	not	always	chide,	nor	will	he	
keep	his	anger	forever.	He	does	not	deal	with	us	according	to	our	sins,	nor	repay	us	according	to	our	iniquities.	For	as	high	
as	the	heavens	are	above	the	earth,	so	great	is	his	steadfast	love	toward	those	who	fear	him;	as	far	as	the	east	is	from	the	
west,	so	far	does	he	remove	our	transgressions	from	us.	As	a	father	shows	compassion	to	his	children,	so	the	LORD	shows	
compassion	to	those	who	fear	him.	For	he	knows	our	frame;	he	remembers	that	we	are	dust.

CONFESSION	OF	FAITH

As	an	expression	of	our	faith	in	Jesus	Christ	in	solidarity	with	his	people,	we	declare	the	substance	of	what	we	believe.


The	Apostles’	Creed:	I	believe	in	God	the	Father	Almighty,	Maker	of	heaven	and	earth.	I	believe	in	Jesus	Christ,	His	
only	Son,	our	Lord,	who	was	conceived	by	the	Holy	Spirit,	and	born	of	the	virgin	Mary.	He	suffered	under	Pontius	
Pilate,	was	crucified,	dead,	and	buried;	He	descended	into	hell.	The	third	day	He	rose	again	from	the	dead.	He	
ascended	into	heaven	and	is	seated	at	the	right	hand	of	God	the	Father	Almighty.	From	there	He	will	come	to	
judge	the	living	and	the	dead.	I	believe	in	the	Holy	Spirit,	the	holy	catholic	church,	the	communion	of	saints,	the	
forgiveness	of	sins,	the	resurrection	of	the	body,	and	the	life	everlasting.	Amen.


SACRAMENT	OF	THE	LORD’S	SUPPER

The	ritual	meal	of	Communion	is	a	sign	and	seal	of	the	grace	we	have	in	Jesus.	That	is,	it	symbolizes	the	work	Christ	did	for	
our	 salvation	 (sign)	 and	 communicates	 the	 grace	 and	mercy	 we	 have	 been	 given	 (seal)	 as	 a	 result	 of	 His	 death	 and	
resurrection.

Text:	Isaiah	54:1-10	(ESV)

Title:	Isaiah:	The	Love	Story

1	“Sing,	O	barren	one,	who	did	not	bear;	break	forth	into	singing	and	cry	aloud,	you	who	have	not	been	in	
labor!	For	the	children	of	the	desolate	one	will	be	more	than	the	children	of	her	who	is	married,”	says	
the	LORD.	2	“Enlarge	the	place	of	your	tent,	and	let	the	curtains	of	your	habitations	be	stretched	out;	do	
not	hold	back;	lengthen	your	cords	and	strengthen	your	stakes.	3	For	you	will	spread	abroad	to	the	right	
and	to	the	left,	and	your	offspring	will	possess	the	nations	and	will	people	the	desolate	cities.	4	Fear	not,	
for	you	will	not	be	ashamed;	be	not	confounded,	 for	you	will	not	be	disgraced;	 for	you	will	 forget	 the	
shame	 of	 your	 youth,	 and	 the	 reproach	 of	 your	 widowhood	 you	 will	 remember	 no	more.	 5	 For	 your	
Maker	is	your	husband,	the	LORD	of	hosts	is	his	name;	and	the	Holy	One	of	Israel	is	your	Redeemer,	the	
God	of	 the	whole	earth	he	 is	called.	 6	For	 the	LORD	has	called	you	 like	a	wife	deserted	and	grieved	 in	
spirit,	like	a	wife	of	youth	when	she	is	cast	off,	says	your	God.	7	For	a	brief	moment	I	deserted	you,	but	
with	great	compassion	I	will	gather	you.	8	In	overflowing	anger	for	a	moment	I	hid	my	face	from	you,	but	
with	everlasting	 love	 I	will	have	compassion	on	you,”	says	 the	LORD,	your	Redeemer.	 9	“This	 is	 like	 the	
days	of	Noah	 to	me:	as	 I	 swore	 that	 the	waters	of	Noah	should	no	more	go	over	 the	earth,	 so	 I	have	
sworn	that	I	will	not	be	angry	with	you,	and	will	not	rebuke	you.	10	For	the	mountains	may	depart	and	the	
hills	be	removed,	but	my	steadfast	love	shall	not	depart	from	you,	and	my	covenant	of	peace	shall	not	be	
removed,”	says	the	LORD,	who	has	compassion	on	you.
