CALL TO WORSHIP | Deuteronomy 8:11-18 (ESV)
We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

“Take care lest you forget the LORD your God by not keeping his commandments and his rules and his statutes,
which | command you today, lest, when you have eaten and are full and have built good houses and live in them,
and when your herds and flocks multiply and your silver and gold is multiplied and all that you have is multiplied,
then your heart be lifted up, and you forget the LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of slavery, who led you through the great and terrifying wilderness, with its fiery serpents and scorpions
and thirsty ground where there was no water, who brought you water out of the flinty rock, who fed you in the
wilderness with manna that your fathers did not know, that he might humble you and test you, to do you good in
the end. Beware lest you say in your heart, ‘My power and the might of my hand have gotten me this wealth.” You
shall remember the LORD your God, for it is he who gives you power to get wealth, that he may confirm his
covenant that he swore to your fathers, as it is this day.

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | Ephesians 2:8-10 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus

works, so that no one may boast. For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God
prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.
