SONG OF GATHERING & PREPARATION
The people of God always sang as they ascended the hill in Jerusalem up to the temple to worship (see Psalms 120-134).
We, as well, prepare our hearts, minds, and bodies for worship by singing about the God we serve.

God With Us

CALL TO WORSHIP | Ephesians 5:6, 8-11, 14-16 (ESV)
We read God’s Word, the Bible, together. It reveals to us who God is and what He expects of us.

Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of God comes upon the sons of
disobedience. ... for at one time you were darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light (for the
fruit of light is found in all that is good and right and true), and try to discern what is pleasing to the Lord. Take no part in
the unfruitful works of darkness, but instead expose them. ... for anything that becomes visible is light. Therefore it says,
“Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead, and Christ will shine on you.” Look carefully then how you walk, not as
unwise but as wise, making the best use of the time, because the days are evil.

PRAYER OF ADORATION & CONFESSION
We pray together praising God for who He really is (Adoration) and admitting our inability to live up to what He expects of
us (Confession).

ASSURANCE OF PARDON | Ephesians 2:4-5, 8-10 (ESV)
We read God’s Word together and are reminded that mercy and grace are freely given to all who have faith in Jesus
Christ.

But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us, even when we were dead in our
trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace you have been saved— ... For by grace you have been saved
through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast. For we
are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in
them.

WORSHIP THROUGH GIVING
We respond to the good news of God’s mercy and grace for us in Jesus by giving generously to the work of this church and
the kingdom of God.

Proclamation of God’s Word

Text: 1 John 4:7-21 (ESV)

Title: This is How We Know: God'’s Grace
Teacher: Tim Rice

7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, and whoever loves has been born of God and
knows God. 8 Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is love. 9 In this the love of
God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that we might live
through him. 101In this is love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the
propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. 12 No one has
ever seen God; if we love one another, God abides in us and his love is perfected in us. 13 By this we know
that we abide in him and he in us, because he has given us of his Spirit. 14 And we have seen and testify
that the Father has sent his Son to be the Savior of the world. 15 Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son
of God, God abides in him, and he in God. 16 So we have come to know and to believe the love that God
has for us. God is love, and whoever abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him. 17 By this is love
perfected with us, so that we may have confidence for the day of judgment, because as he is so also are
we in this world. 18 There is no fear in love, but perfect love casts out fear. For fear has to do with
punishment, and whoever fears has not been perfected in love. 19 We love because he first loved us. 20 If
anyone says, “I love God,” and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom
he has seen cannot love God whom he has not seen. 21 And this commandment we have from him:
whoever loves God must also love his brother.

Pray for a sense of
assurance by His Grace that you would live sure of His work against everything wrong in you,
and that you would love others as He has loved you.
