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To close out our series, here are a few 
questions to consider and use as springboards 
into prayer as we move into 2023: 
 
Have I accepted Jesus as my Savior and 
Leader? If I haven’t yet, what is holding me 
back? What is a step I could take to address my 
concern? 
 
 
 
 
 

I have accepted Jesus. Because of that, God 
expects me to grow and develop in my faith. 
Here are a few things I can do starting now: 
 

• Learn the three circles diagram so I am 
able to share and explain it to others. 
 
 

• Make a list of family and friends that I will 
pray to accept Jesus. 
 

 
• Pray for opportunities for me to show and 

tell about my faith in Christ in a “gentle 
and respectful” way. 

 
 

• Commit to joining in and doing New 
Hope’s 2023 Bible Reading Plan
