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Trusting God is what distinguishes genuine 
followers of Christ from mere fans. Trusting 
Him means surrendering our will to follow 
His, as we place our hope (see definition) in 
Him. Joseph and Mary are solid examples of 
this and make great role models for us. The 
following verses are from the Old Testament 
and were foundational for Mary and Joseph, 
as they built their faith and trust in God. 
These same passages give us guidance into 
the life of trusting and obeying God, and the 
benefits that come with following Him. 
 
 
3 But when I am afraid, I will put my trust in you. 
4 I praise God for what he has promised. I trust 
in God, so why should I be afraid? What can 
mere mortals do to me? 

Psalm 56:3-4 (NLT)  
 
 
1 Why do you boast about your crimes, great 
warrior? Don’t you realize God’s justice 
continues forever?

 9 I will praise you forever, O God, for what you 
have done. I will trust in your good name in the 
presence of your faithful people.
