Discipline Defined:

The removal of a member from the church
for unrepentant, rebellious, immoral sin to
protect the church’s purity, witness, and to
hopefully lead the sinner to repentance and
restoration by having to experience the
conseqguences of broken fellowship and
Satan’s efforts to destroy his/her life.
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Honesty demands we acknowledge
how hard this can be.

Whether one is a member of a first
century Mediterranean house church
or a large 21st century North
American church obeying this
command is not easy.
