Genesis 2:22-24 - Then the LORD God made a woman from the rib, and he 
brought her to the man. 23“At last!” the man exclaimed. “This one is bone from my 
bone, and flesh from my flesh! She will be called ‘woman,’ because she was taken 
from ‘man.’” 24This explains why a man leaves his father and mother and is joined 
to his wife, and the two are united into one. 

Mark 10:5-9 - But Jesus responded, “He wrote this commandment only as a 
concession to your hard hearts. 6But ‘God made them male and female’ from the 
beginning of  creation. 7‘This explains why a man leaves his father and mother and 
is joined to his wife, 8and the two are united into one.’ Since they are no longer two 
but one, 9let no one split apart what God has joined together.” 

Ephesians 5:31,33 - As the Scriptures say, “A man leaves his father and mother 
and is joined to his wife, and the two are united into one.” 33So again I say, each 
man must love his wife as he loves himself, and the wife must respect her husband.

I Peter 2:11-12 - Dear friends, I warn you as “temporary residents and foreigners” 
to keep away from worldly desires that wage war against your very souls. 12Be 
careful to live properly among your unbelieving neighbors. Then even if  they 
accuse you of  doing wrong, they will see your honorable behavior, and they will 
give honor to God when he judges the world.

Romans 1:26-28 - Because of  this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. Even 
their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones. 27In the same way 
the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were inflamed with 
lust for one another. Men committed shameful acts with other men, and received 
in themselves the due penalty for their error. 28Since they thought it foolish to 
acknowledge God, he abandoned them to their foolish thinking and let them do 
things that should never be done.
