Ephesians 6:12 - “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the 
rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of  this darkness, against the 
spiritual forces of  wickedness in the heavenly places” 

Genesis 3:1-9, 12-13 - Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of  the 
field that the Lord God had made. He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, 
‘You shall not eat of  any tree in the garden’?” 2And the woman said to the serpent, 
“We may eat of  the fruit of  the trees in the garden, 3but God said, ‘You shall not 
eat of  the fruit of  the tree that is in the midst of  the garden, neither shall you 
touch it, lest you die.’” 4But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die. 
5For God knows that when you eat of  it your eyes will be opened, and you will be 
like God, knowing good and evil.” 6So…she took of  its fruit and ate, and she also 
gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate. 7Then the eyes of  both 
were opened, and they knew that they were naked. 8And they heard the sound of  
the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of  the day, and the man and his 
wife hid themselves from the presence of  the Lord God among the trees of  the 
garden…12The man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave 
me fruit of  the tree, and I ate.” 13Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What is 
this that you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.” 

Genesis 4:1-7 - Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain, 
saying, “I have gotten a man with the help of  the Lord.” 2And again, she bore 
his brother Abel. Now Abel was a keeper of  sheep, and Cain a worker of  the 
ground. 3In the course of  time Cain brought to the Lord an offering of  the fruit 
of  the ground, 4and Abel also brought of  the firstborn of  his flock and of  their fat 
portions. And the Lord had regard for Abel and his offering, 5but for Cain and his 
offering he had no regard. So Cain was very angry, and his face fell. 6The Lord 
said to Cain, “Why are you angry, and why has your face fallen? 7If  you do well, 
will you not be accepted? And if  you do not do well, sin is crouching at the door. 
Its desire is contrary to you, but you must rule over it.”
