WHAT DO YOU WANT? 

People who are desperate for God display great faith in God. 
 

Mark 10:46-52 – Then they reached Jericho, and as Jesus and his disciples left 
town, a large crowd followed him. A blind beggar named Bartimaeus (son of 
Timaeus) was sitting beside the road. When Bartimaeus heard that Jesus of 
Nazareth was nearby, he began to shout, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on 
me!” “Be quiet!” many of the people yelled at him. But he only shouted louder, 
“Son of David, have mercy on me!” When Jesus heard him, he stopped and 
said, “Tell him to come here.” So they called the blind man. “Cheer up,” they 
said. “Come on, he’s calling you!” Bartimaeus threw aside his coat, jumped up, 
and came to Jesus. “What do you want me to do for you?” Jesus asked. “My 
Rabbi,” the blind man said, “I want to see!” And Jesus said to him, “Go, for your 
faith has healed you.” Instantly the man could see, and he followed Jesus down 
the road. 
 
Great faith: 
 
1. See yourself the way Jesus does. 

 
• Ephesians 2:10a – For we are God’s masterpiece. 

 
• Romans 5:8 – But God showed His great love for us by sending 

Christ to die for us while we were still sinners. 
 
 
 
2. Stay focused on the mission. 

 
• Proverbs 4:25 – Look straight ahead, and fix your eyes on what lies 

before you. 
 

• 1 Corinthians 7:35b – I want you to do whatever will help you serve 
the Lord best, with as few distractions as possible. 
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3. Surrender your comforts. 
 

• Hebrews 12:1 – … Let us strip off every weight that slows us down, 
especially the sin that so easily trips us up …  

 
• Habakkuk 2:18 – What good is an idol carved by man, or a cast image 

that deceives you? How foolish to trust in your own creation—a god 
that can’t even talk! 

 
 
 
4. Follow Jesus even when it’s difficult. 

 
• 2 Timothy 2:3, 11–12a – Endure suffering along with me, as a good 

soldier of Christ Jesus. This is a trustworthy saying: If we die with him, 
we will also live with him. If we endure hardship, we will reign with him.
