    So we lovingly and respectfully ask guests and visitors, who do not hold 
membership in a congregation of the LCMS, to visit with the Pastor before or after the 
worship hour regarding their desire to receive Holy Communion. If you cannot locate 
the Pastor, one of the Elders will be able to assist you.
