“We are going up to Jerusalem,” [Jesus said to the Twelve], “and the Son of Man will be 

delivered over to the chief priests. They will condemn him to death and will hand him over 

to the Gentiles, who will mock him and spit on him, flog him and kill him. Three days later 

he will rise.” (Mark 10:33-34) 

 Few people legitimately understand rocket science, and few are qualified to 

perform brain surgery. The Russian language is notoriously difficult – and then there’s 

calculus. We don’t feel too bad when we don’t understand these esoteric topics. But 

sometimes – like the disciples – we can miss the straightforward, even when it’s spelled 

out to us. 

 Early in his ministry, Jesus was cryptic when he needed to be for his own 

protection. But as he got closer to Calvary, his descriptions of what awaited him got very 

clear. The words were simple and stark: condemn… death… mock… spit… flog… kill. Which 

of these did the disciples not understand? 

 Jesus was – as clearly as he could – letting the disciples know that what was about 

to unfold – as horrific as it would be – was God’s plan. It was, in fact, the very reason that 

Jesus came to this earth. 

God’s ways aren’t our ways, but his ways are always purposeful and good.
