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Text: So | sent messengers to them, saying, “I am doing a great work and |
cannot come down...” Nehemiah 6:3

This during this year, there are a lot of things that you will do but there is one
thing that you’ve got to do.

What is it that could make a huge difference at the end of this new year if you
were able to address this one thing?

The enemy will try to distract you from your “one thing...”

When word came to Sanballat, Tobiah, Geshem the Arab and the rest of our
enemies that | had rebuilt the wall and not a gap was left in it—though up to
that time | had not set the doors in the gates—Sanballat and Geshem sent me
this message: “Come, let us meet together in one of the villages on the plain
of Ono.” But they were scheming to harm me... Nehemiah 6:1-2

So | sent messengers to them, saying, “I am doing a great work and | cannot
come down. Why should the work stop while | leave it and come down to
you?” They sent messages to me four times in this manner, and | answered
them in the same way. Nehemiah 6:3-4

Will you stay on that wall until you finish what you know in your heart and
what your Heavenly Father has made clear to you needs to be accomplished?

So the wall was completed on the twenty-fifth of the month Elul, in fifty-two
days. Nehemiah 6:15

When all our enemies heard of it, and all the nations surrounding us saw it,
they lost their confidence, for they recognized that this work had been
accomplished with the help of our God. Nehemiah 6:16
