Jeremiah 31:3 “...I have loved you, My people, w/ an everlasting love. 
With unfailing love I have drawn you to Myself.” 
 

God’s Love -  shows great care; devoted; adoring; close; accepted; mindful 
 
1 John 4:7b AMP ...love is from God; & everyone who loves others is 
born of God & knows God through personal experience. The one who 
does not love has not become acquainted w/ God [does not & never did 
know Him], for God is love. He’s the originator of love, & it’s an 
enduring attribute of His nature. 

God is the source of all love;  all love comes from God.  
 
1 John 4:9 TPT The light of God’s love shined w/in us when He sent His 
matchless Son into the world so that we might live through Him. 10 This 
is love: He loved us long before we loved Him. It was His love, not ours. 
He proved it by sending His Son to be the pleasing sacrificial offering to 
take away our sins. 
 
Our God selflessly gave His Son Jesus to us because He first loved us. 

God loved us even before we had the capability or capacity to love. 
 
1 John 4:16 We know how much God loves us, & we have put our trust in 
His love. God is love, & all who live in love live in God, & God lives in them. 

17 As we live in God, our love grows more perfect. So we will not be afraid 
on the day of judgment, but we can face Him w/ confidence because we 
live like Jesus here in this world. 18 Such love has no fear, because perfect 
love expels all fear. If we’re afraid, it’s for fear of punishment, & this shows 
that we have not fully experienced His perfect love. 
 
We have no fear in His love & care. Because we know God loves us, we 

know He wants the best for us, only good for us, no harm to us.   
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1 John 3:16a We know what real love is because Jesus gave up His life 
for us.  
 

1 John 3:16a AMPC By this we come to know, progressively to 
recognize, to perceive, to understand the essential love: that He laid 
down His own life for us...  
 

We know what real love is because Jesus gave His life so that we can 
progressively know & come to understand the essential love of God.  
 
Ephesians 2:4 AMP God, being so very rich in mercy, because of His 
great & wonderful love w/ which He loved us, 5 even when we were 
spiritually dead & separated from Him because of our sins, He made us 
spiritually alive together w/ Christ (for by His grace - His undeserved 
favor & mercy – you’ve been saved from God’s judgment). 
 
We believe that God, in His love, in His good will toward us, has 
delivered us from judgment through the death of Jesus for our sins. 
Jesus was content to come & die for us, we’re not a burden. We’re not 
a problem to God. Every time God thinks of us, He does so lovingly. 
 
Romans 5:5b …we know how dearly God loves us, because He’s given 
us the Holy Spirit to fill our hearts w/ His love. 6 When we were utterly 
helpless, Christ came at just the right time & died for us sinners. 7 Now, 
most people would not be willing to die for an upright person, though 
someone might perhaps be willing to die for a person who’s especially 
good. 8 But God showed His great love for us by sending Christ to die for 
us while we were still sinners. 9 Since we’ve been made right in God’s sight 
by the blood of Christ, He’ll certainly save us from God’s condemnation. 10 
Since our friendship w/ God was restored by the death of His Son while 
we were still His enemies, we will certainly be saved through the life of 
His Son. 11 Now we can rejoice in our wonderful new relationship w/ 
God because our Lord Jesus Christ has made us friends of God. 
 

The love of God is still being experienced all over the world.

Ephesians 3:17 Christ will make His home in your hearts as you trust in 
Him. Your roots will grow down into God’s love & keep you strong. 18 May 
you have the power to understand, as all God’s people should, how wide, 
how long, how high, & how deep His love is. 19 May you experience the 
love of Christ, though it’s too great to understand fully. Then you’ll be 
made complete w/ all the fullness of life & power that comes from God. 
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While you were a sinner, Jesus died for you.  
While you were in sin, His Love pursued you.  
While you were in darkness, His Love shined on your heart.  
His Love is more powerful than your sin.  
His Love is more powerful than your shame.  
His Love is more powerful than your guilt & pain.  
His Love is brighter than the darkness that you face.  
Our God is Love, & His Love overthrows any obstacle in your life. 
 
Through Jesus, we perceive & come to know the selfless Love of God. 
Our God laid down His life for us. Christ, our True & Living King, 
gave His life so that we may see God’s Love manifested.
