Hearing God’s Voice in Everything You Do

Proverbs 3:6 MSG Listen for God’s voice in everything you do,
everywhere you go; He’s the one who will keep you on track.

Genesis 3:8 And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the
garden in the cool of the day, & the man & his wife hid themselves from
the presence of the Lord God among the trees of the garden.

John 5:25 And I assure you that the time is coming, indeed it’s here
now, when the dead will hear My voice—the voice of the Son of God.
And those who listen will live.

John 6:63 The Spirit alone gives eternal life. Human effort accomplishes
nothing. And the very words I have spoken to you are spirit & life.

Luke 11:28 Jesus replied, “But even more blessed are all who hear the
word of God & put it into practice.”

Not only does God speak, but He is speaking to you! Why does God
speak? God speaks because He is personal, close, & relational. God
speaks to facilitate friendship, guidance, & perspective. God speaks
because He is seeking a close, personal relationship w/ you. He is our
guide, friend, & Lord.

Why does God speak to us?
1. He speaks to connect relationally.

Exodus 33:11a Inside the Tent of Meeting, the Lord would speak to
Moses face to face, as one speaks to a friend...

John 8:47 TPT If you really knew God, you would [isten, receive, &
respond w/ faith to His words. But since you don’t listen & respond to
what He says, it proves you don t belong to Him & you have no room for
Him in your hearts.




Revelation 3:20 Look! I stand at the door & knock If you hear My voice &
open the door, I will come in, & we will share a meal together as friends..

2. He speaks to give leadership and guidance.
Psalm 119:105 Your word is a lamp to guide my feet & a light for my path.

John 10:3 The gatekeeper opens the gate for Him, & the sheep recognize
His voice & come to Him He calls His own sheep by name & leads them out

3. He speaks to provide a Kingdom perspective.

John 14:26 When the Father sends the Advocate as my representative—
that is, the Holy Spirit - He will teach you everything & will remind you
of everything I have told you.

John 16:13 TPT But when the truth-giving Spirit comes, He will unveil
the reality of every truth within you. He won’t speak on His own, but
only what He hears from the Father, & He will reveal prophetically to
you what is to come.

2 Corinthians 5:7 AMP for we walk by faith, not by sight [living our
lives in a manner consistent w/ our confident belief in God’s promises]

Galatians 3:5 ESV Does He who supplies the Spirit to you & works
miracles among you do so by works of the law, or by hearing w/ faith?

As we seek Jesus, we want to limit the distraction of the noises around us.

John 10:4 After He has gathered His own flock, He walks ahead of them,
& they follow Him because they know His voice. 5 They won t follow a
stranger; they will run from him because they don’t know his voice.

How do we hear God s voice? You could go out & buy the nicest radio,
but if you don t tune it in, you 're still not going to receive anything The
same goes for us — we've got to be tuned in to hear God speaking. God
has already given us the capacity to hear Him, & He's speaking to us, we
just have to learn to listen. How do we do that? We prepare our heart.
