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 parent guide      moments that matter

big picture question: A miracle is something God does that usually cannot be 
done so that we can know He is all-powerful.

christ connection: By faith, Rahab believed God would win the battle. When the 
Israelites attacked Jericho, Rahab and her family received mercy and became part 
of God’s people. Jesus has won against sin and death. Everyone who trusts in 
Jesus receives mercy and becomes part of God’s family forever.

daily life discipleship:  Talk about something you need help with, or share with 
your family when you had a hard day. The society we live in encourages us to rely 
on our self sufficiency to figure things out. But God teaches us to rely on Him and 
invites us to come when we are weary to find rest in Him. Try to model relying on 
God and trusting in His power in front of your children so they can join in this 
practice.

Read

Q. Why do you think Rahab’s story is included in the Bible? (Guide kids to think about the 
fact that God loves all people, not just Israelites. Rahab had faith that God is the one true 
God and would give His people victory. God saved Rahab and her family and even used 
Rahab to be a part of Jesus’ family line.)

Q. Why do you think God’s strategy was so different from human battle strategies? (Guide 
kids to discuss the idea that when God does things in a way that no human could do 
without Him, it proves His power and might. God does things we cannot to remind us that 
we need Him. Heb. 11:30-31.)

Q.How does God fight for us today? (Prov. 21:31.) 
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Memorize as a family.
