He didn’t just look 
human, he was human with 
every human limitation.

1. Because Jesus is Fully God, it means God loves you enough to die 

for you Himself. 
2. Because Jesus is Fully God, it means when He teaches us, He 

teaches us with divine authority. 
3. Because Jesus is Fully Human, He actually knows what you’re 

going through because He went through it as well. 
4. Because Jesus is Fully Human, He actually knows what you need 

because He lived a difficult life. 
5. Because Jesus is Fully God and Fully Human, His death was both 

big enough (God) and real enough (Human) to save each and every 
one of us who believe in Him.
