
The cross demands a surrendered heart: the work of Christ offers forgiveness and a new 
covenant that depends not on human performance but on the grace poured out. In light of this 
reality, Christian identity includes not only Jesus as Savior but also as Father who offers care 
and restoration. Addiction arises when something created usurps the sovereignty that belongs 
only to God; any habit, substance, or desire that governs one's life becomes an idol. Scripture 
identifies this problem of sovereignty as the root of the cycle of sin: temptation itself is not sin, 
but rather surrendering to it. 
 
Addiction manifests in both chemical and behavioral forms: alcohol and drugs, but also 
shopping, work, social media, pornography, and any compulsion that absorbs attention and 
willpower. This attachment begins in the heart and is reflected in our eyes, priorities, and daily 
actions. Therefore, the spiritual battle requires more than managing symptoms: it requires a shift 
in our treasures and affections, a reorientation of the heart toward the eternal. 
 
The biblical solution calls for identifying and removing idols, prioritizing the kingdom of God 
daily, and allowing the truth of Christ to transform desire. Storing up treasures in heaven, valuing 
the eternal over the temporal, and cultivating a life of communion with God changes the light of 
the body and liberates us from the power of addiction. Restoration occurs when the truth is 
received and practiced: intentional following, the community of believers, and discipleship 
sustain freedom. 
 
The congregation receives a practical invitation: to write down their burdens, bring them to the 
altar, and begin the process of renunciation. The collective experience of freedom confirms that 
sincere surrender bears fruit and that the mission in the world grows when hearts are aligned 
with Christ. The final call demands daily action: to seek first the kingdom, to live with eternal 
purpose, and to trust in God's faithfulness as the community accompanies them on the path of 
restoration.

4. The truth of Christ sets free. 
Christian truth is not just doctrine; it acts as a liberating force when received and practiced. 
Exposure to and daily application of this truth breaks repetitive patterns and provides a new 
identity. True freedom arises from placing Christ as the authority, allowing his word to govern our 
desires, and living in a community that sustains transformation. [69:34]
