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To be a prodigal means to spend extravagantly, lavish, luxuriously, 

wasteful expenditure.  This is how God loves us. 

 

I.  The Character Of Sonship 

 

1.  A son was a person whose job it was to carry on the family 

name.   

 

2.  A son’s job was to carry on the family business.   

 

To be the eldest son was to be the highest ranking member of 

the family, second only to the father. 

 

You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus, 27for all of you 

who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.  28 

There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for 

you are all one in Christ Jesus.  29 If you belong to Christ, then you 

are Abraham's seed and heirs according to the promise...4 But when 

the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born 

under law, 5 to redeem those under law, that we might receive the full 

rights of sons.  6 Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son 

into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, "Abba, Father."  7 So you are 

no longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son, God has made 

you also an heir.   Galatians 3:26-29; 4:4-7   NIV
