I. The Problem: A Holy God and Sinful Man 

• God is holy. 

• Man is fallen. 

• Wrath stands against sin. 

• No created being can satisfy divine justice. 

Only God can satisfy God.

• 100% God, 100% man. 



• He did not lose His divinity. 

• Salvation begins with divine initiative.

III. The Virgin Birth — God’s Design 

Matthew 1:20–23 
Luke 1:34–35 
Isaiah 7:14 
Galatians 4:4 

• Conceived by the Holy Spirit. 

• Not by human initiative. 

• Fulfillment of prophecy. 

• Safeguards both deity and humanity. 

Redemption begins with God’s action — not man’s effort.

The First Adam 

• Sin 

• Death 



• Condemnation 

The Second Adam (Christ) 

• Righteousness 

• Life 

• Justification 

We are either in Adam or in Christ.
