Sermon Summary 

In the Psalm that we examine this week during our Summer Playlist series, 
the writer, Asaph, seems to be doubting God’s goodness to him. He’s 
struggling with understanding what he should truly be grateful for. Yet, as 
we work our way through this 73rd Psalm, we begin to discover (along with 
Asaph) what true blessing, goodness and even true wealth really is, and 
why we ought to be eternally grateful to God.

Have you ever struggled with reconciling why some people who seem to 
ignore or disbelieve God may prosper, while, at the same time, you are 
going through a difficult season? Talk about that struggle and what you 
have learned.

Ultimately, Asaph, the psalmist in Psalm 73, discovers that true wealth is 
nearness to God. Read aloud verses 23-28 and talk about what this 
passage means to you.
