Sermon Summary 

Anxiety and fear are one of the many struggles that plague our lives, and it 
often stems from a lack of prayer and consistent communication with God. 
The closer we are to Him, the more we can trust Him. And even when we 
can’t see his hand at work in our lives, we can trust His heart for us is good 
and faithful.  Through prayer, we can fight back against anxiety and fear. 
And while trusting in God won’t erase all our problems, it will for sure shift 
our perspective.
