§ Read John 10:10. Is it difficult for you to believe that Jesus wants you to live a 

full and abundant life? Why or why not? What freedom – what type of 
abundant life – are you wishing for this Christmas?

§ Where are you needing God’s freedom and abundant life? What step can you 

take to begin moving in this direction?
