5 – Read Galatians 5:25 – What does it mean to live by the 
Spirit? What does it mean to “keep in step with the Spirit”? 
 
6 – What can you do to make an impact? (Pray & then action) 
 
7 – Why is it important to confess our sins to each other? 
(Remember God is the one who forgives, confessing to each 
other is for healing.)  
 
8 – Ask if anyone would like to fill out a decision card 
(interested in baptism, recommitting, or interested in 
ministry!)
