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1. It seems that God speaks of clouds often...is there any biblical significance to clouds?

e Cloud or clouds shows up times in the KJV. It means: A collection of visible vapor, or watery
particles, suspended in the atmosphere, at some altitude — Gen. 9:13 (first use); Job 36:27-28. A state of
obscurity or darkness — Ex. 14:20; 2 Sam. 22:12. A great multitude; a vast collection — Heb. 12:1.

e Acloud has several literal, figurative and symbolic uses in the Bible:

o The and glory of God — Ex. 19:9, 24:16, 34:5, 16:10, 40:34; Num. 16:42; 1
Kings 8:10-11; Matt. 17:5; Luke 9:34-35.

o The “pillar of the cloud” represented God’s to Israel — Neh. 9:19; Ex. 40:34-38;
Ps. 78:14.

o The blotting out of Israel’s sin (Is. 44:22) and the conquering of Egypt (Eze. 30:18-19).
o The judgment to come — Eze. 30:3; Zeph. 1:14-15; Joel 2:1-2.

o A majority of the NT uses of cloud(s), refer to the return of Christ — Matt. 24:30, 26:64; Mark
13:26, 14:62; Luke 21:27; 1 Thess 4:17 (church rapture); Rev. 1:7, 14:14-16.

o Aheavenly —Job 26:7-10. There is a firmament which divides the waters (Gen.
1:6-8), 2" and 3™ heaven...a sea of glass (frozen water) separating God’s heaven from us — Rev.
4:6, 15:2. The north = God’s throne in 3™ heaven — Ps. 75:6; Is. 14:13-14. Clean, frozen water
can be seen through...God had to obscure it with His “thick clouds” — 1 Cor. 13:9-10, 12; Job
26:9. Why? Because His glory would shine through and light up the whole earth...just as it will
one day — Rev. 21:1-3, 23!

2. What happened to women who were taken by fallen angels and impregnated after giving birth?

e Genesis 6:1-4... These particular sons of God left their first estate so they could procreate with human
women and created a race of giants: “men of renown”, “mighty men” - Jude 1:6; 2 Peter 2:4; Gen. 6:4;
Num. 13:33; Deut. 1:28; 1 Chron. 20:4; 2 Sam. 21:16; Deut. 2:10-11, 20.

e The first set of women who gave birth to these giants —Gen. 7:21.

e As for those women who procreated with fallen angels after the flood,

3. Were there female giants?

e While the Bible does not specifically say there were female giants, it certainly

o Diana (Acts 19:27), Ashtoreth (1 Kings 11:5), Aphrodite, Medusa, Lorelei, Athena, Hestia,
Amazon women (Greek mythology - they were a group of female warriors and hunters who
were known for their physical agility, strength, archery, riding skills, and the arts of combat).




. What advice would you give to a Christian who has turned their heart away from Jesus?

e What got you to this point? Job 15:12-13; Gen. 6:5; Deut. 17:17.
o Are you charging God foolishly? Job 1:22, 2:10.

e Fill your heart with God’s word and obey it — Heb. 4:12; Ps. 119:11, 40:8; Job 22:22; Col. 3:16a; Deut.
6:6-9; Jer. 15:16; John 15:7.

e Pray
o Ask God to pull all out of your heart —Is. 38:17; Eph. 4:31; 1 Sam. 1:10.
o Ask for healing and renewal — Ps. 51:10; Eph. 4:23; 2 Kings 20:1-3; Ps. 147:3; Jer. 3:22; Luke

4:18.

e Surround yourself with godly people — Acts 4:32; 1 Cor. 12:12; Pro. 18:24; 1 Sam. 18:1; Ps. 119:63;
o The wrong companions WILL hurt your walk — 1 Kings 11:4; Pro. 13:20, 9:6; 2 Cor. 6:14-18.

e Remember, write down, recite, and God for the many things that He has done for you —
Ps. 147:1, 148:13, 34:1-8; 1 Chron. 16:4, 12; Rom. 15:11; Ps. 77:1-12.
