Today we will look at the life of a famous mother of the Bible, Hannah. Hannah'’s story unfolds roughly 150
years after the story of Ruth at a time when God raises up special judges to lead Israel, a time before
Israel’s kings are established, a time when everyone did what was right in their own eyes (Jdg. 21:25). At
this time when were doing whatever they wanted and not truly considering God, there is Hannah'’s
story. When all the men around her are somewhat dimwits, Hannah shines like a star in the midst of all her
dark circumstances calling herself God’s handmaid, a female servant of the Lord (1 Sam. 1:11, 16, 18).
