Scripture Reading: Psalm 99

Enthroned: to seat in a place associated with a position
of authority or influence

Jesus is ENTHRONED

The Lord reigns,
     let the nations tremble;
he sits enthroned between the cherubim,
     let the earth shake
          - Psalm 99:1

Jesus is enthroned at the right hand of the Father (Matthew 22:44; Acts 2:33; Colossians 3:1)
