What does “El Shaddai” 
mean?

1) The Almighty God

God first introduced himself as “The 
Almighty” to Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob. 

2) More than Enough

From the root word “Shad”



Job 1:1-3

1 sheep = $150/300 x 7000 = $1,050,000 - $2,100,000
1 camel = $5,000/20,000 x 3000 = $15,000,000 - $100,000,000
1 oxen = $3000 x 2 = $6000 x 500 = $3,000,000
1 donkey = $900/2000 x 500 = $450,000 - $1,000,000

= $19,500,000 - $106,100,000



Job 1:13-19

All his oxen, donkey were stolen and 
your servants killed

Fire from heaven came down and 
burned up all his sheep and servants

Someone else stole his camels and killed 
his servants

His sons and daughters were partying, a 
great wind from the desert struck the 
corners of the house and killed everyone 
inside



Some signs and symptoms of when God isn’t enough 
in our lives

1) You’re constantly worried/stressed 
- You’re trying to do everything and anything yourself. You have not given 

your wants and desires to God so you try to fulfil it yourself. You are 
lacking peace.

Matthew 6:25-27 

1) Life feels very difficult
- You are putting a lot of your joy and stability on things on this Earth. 

Your security falls apart when those things cannot give you what you are 
needing.

2 Thessalonians 3:16

1) You are looking for acceptance or praise from others 
- You are trying to fill that love only God can fill



When God is Enough

1) You give God your desires 
- You understand He will give you what you really need

Psalm 37:4-5

1) You go to God in the good and bad
- You give God your burdens and you praise God when things go well

Philippians 4:4

1) You are more aware of yourself and when you need God
- Your solutions to problems go back to God
