Born: In Philistine captivity
Promise: If I give you a child then your son 

must take a Nazirite vow.

NAZARITE VOW
1. Drink no wine or fermented drink
2. Hair must never be cut
3. Eat nothing unclean
4. Dedicated to God from birth
5. Take the lead in delivering Israel

HIS SUCCESSES
1. Dedicated his whole life to God
2. Ruled for 20 years modestly with integrity
3. Brings down the temple as display.
4. Kills himself and all those in the temple.

HIS MISTAKES
1. Eats honey from a dead lion
2. Falls in love and she gives the riddle answer
3. Kills 30 men in a fit of rage
4. Kills 1000 men with a donkey jaw bone
5. Falls in love with Delilah a Philistine woman
6. Tells her his secret (eyes gouged out)
