1. Passover (7 or 8 days)   March/April  Crucifixion  
2. Feast of Unleavened Bread    March/April  Burial  
3. First Fruits (Day after Sabbath.) March/April  Resurrection  
4. Pentecost (50 Days After)  May/June  Holy Spirit  
5. Rosh HaShanah (Trumpets)  Sep/Oct  Rapture  
6. Atonement (Judgment)   Sep/Oct  Tribulation  
7. Tabernacles     Sep/Oct  Millennium  

  
Matthew 24 (CSB) As Jesus left and was going out of the temple, His disciples came up and 
called his attention to its buildings. 2He replied to them, “Do you see all these things? Truly I 
tell you, not one stone will be left here on another that will not be thrown down.” 3While he 
was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples approached him privately and said, “Tell us, 
when will these things happen? And what is the sign of your coming and of the end of the 
age?”  
  
4Jesus replied to them, “Watch out that no one deceives you. 5For many will come in my name, 
saying, ‘I am the Messiah,’ and they will deceive many. 6You are going to hear of wars and 
rumors of wars. See that you are not alarmed, because these things must take place, but the 
end is not yet. 7For nation will rise up against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will 
be famines and earthquakes in various places. 8All these events are the beginning of labor 
pains. 9“Then they will hand you over to be persecuted, and they will kill you. You will be 
hated by all nations because of my name. 10Then many will fall away, betray one another, and 
hate one another. 11Many false prophets will rise up and deceive many. 12Because 
lawlessness will multiply, the love of many will grow cold. 13But the one who endures to the 
end will be saved. 14This good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed in all the world as a 
testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.  
  
These events will become more numerous as in a woman giving birth.   
  
Revelation 2-3 –  Church age. Prophets did not see this. Saw Messiah coming ONE time.  
  
Revelation 4:1 (CSB) After this [Revelation 2-3] I looked, and there in heaven was an open 
door. The first voice that I had heard speaking to me like a trumpet said, “Come up here,   
and I will show you what must take place after this.”  
  
  
  



Matthew 24:15 (CSB) “So when you see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by the 
prophet Daniel, standing in the holy place” (let the reader understand),   
  
Daniel 9:27 (CSB) He will make a firm covenant with many for one week, but in the middle of 
the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and offering. And the abomination of desolation will 
be on a wing of the temple until the decreed destruction is poured out on the desolator.”  
  
Matthew 24:16 “then those in Judea [Jewish people] must flee to the mountains. 17A man on 
the housetop must not come down to get things out of his house, 18and a man in the field 
must not go back to get his coat. 19Woe to pregnant women and nursing mothers in those 
days! 20Pray that your escape may not be in winter or on a Sabbath. 21For at that time there 
will be great distress, the kind that hasn’t taken place from the beginning of the world until 
now and never will again. 22Unless those days were cut short, no one would be saved. But 
those days will be cut short because of the elect. 23“If anyone tells you then, ‘See, here is 
the Messiah!’ or, ‘Over here!’ do not believe it. 24For false messiahs and false prophets will 
arise and perform great signs and wonders to lead astray, if possible, even the elect. 25Take 
note: I have told you in advance.   
  
Last half of the Tribulation, where God pours out judgment on the earth – Revelation 15  
  
Matthew 24:29 (CSB) “Immediately after the distress of those days, the sun will be 
darkened, and the moon will not shed its light; the stars will fall from the sky, and the 
powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the 
sky, and then all the peoples of the earth will mourn; and they will see the Son of Man coming 
on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. 31He will send out his angels with a loud 
trumpet, and they will gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the 
other. 32“Learn this lesson from the fig tree: As soon as its branch becomes tender and 
sprouts leaves, you know that summer is near. 33In the same way, when you see all these 
things, recognize that he is near—at the door. 34Truly I tell you, this generation will certainly 
not pass away until all these things take place. 35Heaven and earth will pass away, but my 
words will never pass away.   
  
1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 (CSB) We do not want you to be uninformed, brothers and sisters, 
concerning those who are asleep, so that you will not grieve like the rest, who have no 
hope. 14For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, in the same way, through Jesus, God 
will bring with him those who have fallen asleep. 15For we say this to you by a word from the 
Lord: We who are still alive at the Lord’s coming will certainly not precede those who have 
fallen asleep. 16For the Lord himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the 
archangel’s voice, and with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise 
first. 17Then we who are still alive, who are left, will be caught up together with them in the 
clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always be with the Lord. 18Therefore 
encourage one another with these words.
