QUESTION:  Who killed Jesus? 
 
 The death of Jesus was God’s deliberate plan to rescue us from 

sin and death.  (cf. Acts 2:22-23) 
 

a) God is not the author of sin, nor does He entice anyone to 
sin.  (cf. James 1:13) 

 
b) God uses the sinful choices of men in His sovereign hand to 

accomplish His good and righteous purposes.  (cf. Isaiah 
10:5-7 & Acts 4:27-28) 

 
Three Guilty Parties 
 
1. Pontius Pilate ordered Jesus’ death and the Roman soldiers 

carried it out. 
 
2. The Jewish authorities and people demanded Jesus must die. 
 
3. All our sin made necessary the death of Jesus.  (cf. Isaiah 53:5-

6 & 2 Corinthians 5:20-21) 
 
Final Thoughts 
 
 The question, “who killed Jesus” is not about placing blame but 

challenging us to respond to what He did for us. 
 
 The only options we have are to confess Jesus as our Lord and 

Savior or to reject Him.
