The Last Supper | Matthew 26:17-29

The Passover Meal 
 
1. The purpose of the Passover meal was a remembrance of God’s 

redemption of His people from Egypt.  (Exodus 12) 
2. All the elements of the Passover meal were presented as symbolic 

reminders of God’s redemption.   
3. The Passover meal was NOT a somber or mournful event but joyous 

and celebratory. 
4. Finally, the Passover meal pointed in three directions - the past, 

present and the future.   
 
Two Things Jesus Said 
 
1) Jesus describes the bread and the cup in a shocking way. 
 
 Jesus is not saying the bread and wine are literally His body and 

blood. 
 The bread represented the body of Jesus.  (cf. John 6:30-35) 
 The cup represented the blood of Christ that was shed for the 

forgiveness of sins. (cf. Hebrews 9:11-14) 
 

2) Jesus frames the Lord’s Supper as a celebration of a present and yet 
future hope. 

 
Applications 
 
 We should live in awe of the grace and mercy God has shown to 

us through Jesus. 
 

 We should come to the Lord’s Supper as a table rather than an 
altar.
