Three Practices

Two Observations

1. Our relationship with the body of Christ (one another) is no less
important than our relationship with Jesus.

2. Scripture presents participation in the body of Christ as a natural
outcome of genuine faith.

A Picture of Biblical Community
% The church is meant to function as a healthy body.

a) All the parts of the body are submitted to the head. (vs. 27)

b) All the parts of the body contribute something the whole body needs.
(vs. 14-20)

c) Allthe parts of the body are mutually reliant on one another. (vs.21-
26)

Three Applications

1) Our primary method for making disciples will be accomplished in
gospel communities within the church.

2) Biblical community implies that the needs of the group are greater
than one’s personal desires.

3) Our church calendar needs to make room for gospel community, not
compete with it.
