OPENING PRAYER

CONNECTING QUESTION
Have you ever been a witness to a significant newsworthy event? Did you tell the people in
your life about it? How do you feel about this experience?

SCRIPTURE READING
Read Aloud & Meditate on God'’s Word: John 4:4-26, 28-30, 39-42

EXPLORE THE TEXT

1. Read John 4:4-26. How would you describe the woman’s response during most of the
conversation? Can you relate? Why or why not?

2. Read verses 16-18. Why is it important that Jesus directs the conversation to focus on the
woman'’s personal life?

3. Read verse 19. Why do you think the woman changed the conversation to focus on the
religious differences of that time? What does Jesus’ response teach you about his
character?

4. What aspect of Jesus’ conversation could you use as a model for your own discussions
with the people in your life who may be searching for “living water”?

5. Jesus calls to us to make disciples, and that starts with the people in our personal lives.
How can the story of the Samaritan woman help us overcome obstacles that exist with
the people we regularly interact with?

6. Where are some places in your life where you're constantly “thirsting”? How has Jesus
satisfied you? Do you find it easy to share these experiences with those in your personal
life?
