Interacting with God like Jesus did means: 

Getting on God’s agenda, not getting God on ours. 
 
 
Matthew 6:9-10 (ESV)  
9 Pray then like this: “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name. 10 Your kingdom come, your will be 
done, on earth as it is in heaven.  

 
Revelation 11:15 (ESV)  
15 Then the seventh angel blew his trumpet, and there were loud voices in heaven, saying, “The kingdom of 
the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he shall reign forever and ever.”

John 4:34 (ESV)  
34 Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of him who sent me and to accomplish his work.  

 
Psalm 18:30 (ESV)  
This God—his way is perfect; the word of the LORD proves true; he is a shield for all those who take refuge in 
him.  

 
Luke 22:42 (ESV)  
saying, “Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me. Nevertheless, not my will, but yours, be done.”  

 
 

It is better to let go of my will than to miss His.

Ephesians 1:3 (ESV)  
3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual 
blessing in the heavenly places,  

 
2 Corinthians 5:14-15 (ESV)  
14 For the love of Christ controls us, because we have concluded this: that one has died for all, therefore all 
have died; 15 and he died for all, that those who live might no longer live for themselves but for him who for 
their sake died and was raised.
