WHAT MUST I DO?

SURRENDER!

STEP 1- To the Truth. Hear the Truth. Experience the Truth.
Faith comes By Hearing ....Hearing by? .... The Word!

WHAT MUST | DO?

Still Skeptical?

Challenge them ‘humbly’ to:

Surrender!

TERMS OF SURRENDER!
e Leewas Outnumbered by atleast2to 1 (113,000 to 35,000)

 Lee’s Armywas out of food & supplies. They faced certain death.

* With no route of escape after the fall of Petersburg, Virginia,
on April 2, 1865, Confederate General Robert E. Lee was faced with a
difficult choice: keep fighting in an increasingly hopeless war or surrender
to Ulysses S. Grant.

* Lee wrote to his men - that he was “compelled to yield to overwhelming
numbers and resources” and that continuing combat would be a “useless
sacrifice of those whose past services have endeared them to their
Countrymen.” The war was essentially over.

TERMS OF SURRENDER!
Horace Porter An Eyewitness - Wrote In: April 9, 1865

Then Grant looked toward Lee, and his eyes seemed to be resting on the
handsome sword that hung at that officer's side. He said afterward that
this set him to thinking that it would be an unnecessary humiliation to
require the officers to surrender their swords, and a great hardship to
deprive them of their personal baggage and horses. When Lee came to
the sentence about the officers' sidearms, private horses, and baggage,
he showed for the first time during the reading of the letter a slight
change of countenance, and was evidently touched by this act of
generosity. It was doubtless the condition mentioned to which he
particularly alluded when he looked toward General Grant as he finished
reading and said with some degree of warmth in his manner: "This will
have a very happy effect upon my army."




TERMS OF SURRENDER!

Confederates would be:

1. Paroled after surrendering their weapons & military gear.
2. As long as soldiers did not take up arms again, US Gov.

would not prosecute.
3. Grant allowed Confederate officers to keep their horses &

side arms.
4. Given Food Rations & Allowed to return home — not to

prison.
