Hayden’s Guide to Successful Fishing



1. Find the Right Location

Fish where the fish are.



John 4:35

But I say, wake up and look around.  The 
fields are ripe for harvest.



2.  Be Knowledgeable

Know something about the fish you are 
fishing for.



1 Corinthians 9:22

I have become all things to all people, that 
by all means I might save some.



3.  Use the Right Bait

Use something that attracts the fish.

Let your speech always be gracious, 
seasoned with salt, so that you may know 

how you ought to answer each person.



4.  Technique Matters

It requires skill to cast and reel.
