Questions for Reflection:  
1. All believers differ in one area or the other. How has someone bore with you in

2. How do you, or how can you, bear with others in your walk with the Lord? Do 
you take steps to try and bear with those who may be new, or less mature in the 
faith?
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3. Do you find it hard to look for the unity of the body of Christ over that of your 
personal liberty being able to be exercised? 


This week, read Romans 14 and the first part of 15 again. Pray through the text and 
see if you are truly about seeking the unity of the body of Christ over your own desires 
for liberty. 


Also, think of ways that you yourself can bear with and build up others in the body of 
Christ as well.
