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A. What is the basis for our freedom in Christ? (Galatians 5:1)

Through our faith in Christ we are:

1. Justified: | am declared not guilty before God.
(Galatians 2:15-17, 3:11, 24)

2. Redeemed: | am rescued from the power and penalty
of sin. (Galatians 3:13, 4:4-5)

3. Adopted: | am a child of God. (Galatians 3:26, 4:4-6)



B. How do we live out our freedom in Christ?

1. Avoid legalism: Trying to earn acceptance before God
through works.

Do not submit again to a yoke of slavery.
Galatians 5:1

2. Avoid license: Abusing your freedom in Christ to live for
yourself.
