
BIG IDEA: When the gospel is sent, it advances through SPIRIT-LED people, bold 
proclamation, and resilient faith

Lessons from Acts 13-14

1.	 The mission starts with God’s INITIATIVE (13:1-3)

•	 God calls His people as they are ALREADY moving and pursuing His will

2.	 The Gospel must be proclaimed CLEARLY (13:4-41)

3.	 The Gospel will be both RECEIVED and REJECTED (13:42-52)

•	 It is GOD who is responsible for the outcome

4.	 The mission advances through RESILIENT faith (14:1-23)

5.	 The GLORY for the results belongs to GOD alone (14:24-28)
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WHY does it matter/WHAT does it mean for me?

1.	 Live SENT, not just saved

•	 Ask:
	- Do I see my life as being “on mission” for Jesus?
	- Where has God already placed me to live this out?

2.	 Share the gospel CLEARLY	
•	 Ask: 

	- When was the last time I clearly shared the gospel with someone?
	- Who in my life needs to hear it?

3.	 Expect RESISTANCE and remain faithful	
•	 Ask: 

	- Where am I tempted to shrink back because it’s hard?
	- What would bold faith look like in that situation?

4.	 TRUST God with the results	
•	 Ask: 

	- Am I measuring success by faithfulness or by results?
	- Where do I need to release control to God?
