> When a person is yoked with Christ, movement happens in two
dimensions:

1. Directional alignment — going where Christ leads
2. Pacing alignment — moving at the speed Christ sets

I. WHAT SHOULD YOUR LOOK LIKE?

Margin includes:

the ability to respond to needs without internal panic

the capacity to be present in relationships without distraction
the freedom to be interrupted without irritation

the space to rest without guilt

the availability for spiritual reflection without rushing

Margin is not inactivity. It is intentional availability.

ASKING THE WRONG QUESTION VS. THE RIGHT QUESTION:
WHAT IS TO ME OR MY FAMILY?

When it comes to scheduling, the default questions people ask are:
Do | have time? Are we free on that day? Can we fit it in?

o A BETTER QUESTION: IS IT

To make this practical, every decision can be filtered through a simple statement:

Because is important to me, is it wise to say yes or no?

l1l. THE NEED OF SAVING “ "

Therefore, the inability to say, “No,” does not expand life; it compresses it.

o |t compresses spiritual time, family time, rest time, and reflection time.

Romans 12:1-2- Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your
hodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God - this is your spiritual act of worship. 2
Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing
of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is - his good,
pleasing and perfect will.

Conform means: To fashion alike, i.e. conform to the same pattern.
